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9Under the Act of June 7, 1832, the following
regulations were adopted.:

This law has been construed to extend, as
well to the line, as to every branch of the Staff of
the Army and to include under the terms
“Continental Line,” “State troops,” “militia,”
and “volunteers,” all persons enlisted, drafted, or
who volunteered and who were bound to military
service, but not those who were occasionally em-
ployed with the army upon civil contracts, such as
Clerks to Commissaries and to Store Keepers, &
Teamsters, Boatmen, Persons who served on
board of private armed vessels are also excluded
from the benefits of the law, as well as persons
who turned out as patrols, or were engaged in
guarding particular places at night, and were not
recognized as being in actual military service.

’

Four general classes of cases are embraced
in this law:

1. The Regular Troops.

2. The State Troops, Militia, and Volunteers.
3. Persons employed in the Naval Service.

4. Indian Spies.

As rolls of the regular troops in the Revolu-
tionary War exist in this Department [War Dept.

Pension Office] all persons claiming the benefit of

this law as officer, non-commissioned officers,
mucicians [sic] or privates, will, in the first in-
stance, make application by transmitting the fol-
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lowing declaration, which will be made before a
Court of Record of the County where such appli-
cant resides. And every Court having by law a
seal and Clerk is considered a Court of Record.”
